NOTES
GLOSSARY:

1. Scale: A scale is used to show how distances on a map differ from the way they are on the ground.

2. Grid: A set of bars lying parallel to or crossing each other.

3. Symbol: A letter, mark or character used as a representation of something.

4. Compass: An instrument containing a pointer, which shows the direction.

5. Map: A map is a picture that shows information about a place. 

6. Direction: It is pointed out using a compass.

DIFFERENT TYPES OF MAPS:

1. OS map: OS map work is an Ordnance Survey map. An OS map is drawn to scale.  It is possible to work out the distance between places.

2. Sketch map: A Sketch map is not drawn to scale. 

OS MAPS ARE DRAWN AT A VARIETY OF SCALES:

1. Small-scale map: Small-scale maps cover large areas but do not give much local detail. e.g. Atlas.

2. Large-scale map: Large-scale maps cover much smaller areas but give a lot more detail. e.g. Town maps and City maps that show road layouts.

RATIO SCALE:

1. 1:50,000 means that 1cm on the map represents 50,000 cm (500m) on the ground.

2. On a 1:50,000 map, 2cm represents 1km on the ground.

3. On a 1:25,000 map, 4cm represents 1km on the ground.

GRID REFERENCES

TWO IMPORTANT RULES:

1. The number written at the base of a gridline refers to the next square along.

2. The number from left to right across the map (easting) is always given first, before the number from bottom to the top (northing).

NORTHINGS:

The gridlines that run across the map, with their values increasing from the bottom (south) to the top (north).

EASTINGS:

The numbers of these gridlines, written at the bottom of the map, increase in value from left (west) to right (east).

FOUR- FIGURE REFERENCES:

A four-figure reference is used to locate a grid square.

SIX-FIGURE REFERENCES:

A six-figure reference is used to locate a point on a map.
