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What was the Blitz?

Glossary

1. Blitz – short form of the German word blitzkrieg which means ‘lightening war’.

2. Luftwaffe – German Air force.

3. Dictator – A ruler who has unlimited power.

4. Bunker – An underground shelter.

The Blitz means lightening war or sudden heavy attacks. During the Second World War Britain and Germany fought each other by bombing over the cities, towns, factories and communication network.

Areas that were bombed and the reasons.

Transport and communication network :
To cut off the network system to stop the supply of weapons and goods.

Towns and cities were bombed to scare away people and for the port to surrender.

Factories were bombed to stop making weapons and other war equipment.
Ports were bombed to stop ships from bringing in and taking out food and weapons.
What could be done to stop the bombers?

1. Guns were used to shoot down enemy planes.
2. Blackout was practiced

3. Street lights were turned off.

4.  People sheltered themselves in underground stations (bunker).

Blackout – The windows were covered with black papers or clothes to stop light escaping from the rooms. Streets lights were turned off. All this made it difficult for the enemy aircraft to spot the town and cities.

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Worksheet 1  -The Blitz

In September 1940, the German Luftwaffe began to bomb the larger British cities. The first raid was in September and these continued

every night until May 1941. The idea was to disrupt and destroy the morale of ordinary people. Although it was a terrible time, the Blitz 

only made people more determined to win. During the nine months of the Blitz more than 8000 people were killed.

On 14 November 1940 nine squadrons of aircraft were sent to bomb

the industrial city of Coventry. The raid lasted all night and by the end of it, the city lay in ruins. The beautiful fourteenth- century cathedral was destroyed and 60000 of the city’s75000 homes were damaged. Obviously, there was great loss of life.
