Question and Answers.

1. What is the difference between a digital camera and a conventional (normal) camera?

Ans. In a digital camera the image is captured by sensors CCD or CMOS in a digital format and is stored in the memory.


In a digital camera we can take still pictures as well as motion pictures.

In a conventional camera light – sensitive film captures images and stores them.

In a conventional camera we can take only still pictures.

2. Explain the working of a Digital Camera?
Ans. In a digital camera the focused image is captured by the sensors CCD or CMOS. The sensor converts the light in to voltages. This is passed through ADC which converts the voltage to binary form. This is then sent through a DSP which adjusts and compresses the image before sending it to the memory.

ii) CMOS – Complementary Metal-Oxide Semiconductor

iii) ADC – Analogue to Digital Converter
