GLOSSARY: 

1. Sense: Ability to see the place.

2. Relief: It is the physical landscape of an area.

3. Landscapes: A view of a particular area of a countryside or town.

4. Moor: a large area of open dry land where only tough plants like heather and reeds grow.

5. Aerial photography: Photograph taken from an aircraft.

POINTS TO REMEMBER:

- British Isles: all of the United Kingdom and the Republic of Ireland

- Great Britain: England, Wales, and Scotland.

- United Kingdom: England, Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland

LOCATION OF UNITED KINGDOM:

· The seas surrounding U.K. are the English Channel, Atlantic Ocean, Irish Sea and North Sea.

· The upland areas of U.K. are mostly found in Scotland.

· The highest mountain is Ben Nevis having a height of 1344m.

· It is found in the Grampian Mountains of Scotland.

· The land slopes generally to the south and east.  There are several moors in southwest England e.g. Dartmoor and Exmoor.

· Several rivers criss-cross U.K. of which Severn, passing through Wales and England, is the longest (354km).  Some other rivers are Tay, Thames, Clyde, Tweed, Bann.
